--- Call the MAJCOM IMA PMs to discuss vacancy details 



      and your qualifications




---- IMAs should be fully trained and qualified for the 




      position they are applying for




---- If you are not sure if there is a vacancy for 




      your AFSC - call the PM office



--- For most IMA vacancies, particularly SNCO and field grade



     officers, a resume and/or interview may be required

-- Once you secure an IMA position submit an AF Form 1288 through 


    your MPF or PM requesting reassignment

- Reserve Unit vacancies


-- Look at the vMPF for vacancies


-- Contact the Military Personnel Flight (MPF) at the unit where 


    vacancies are listed to apply

- In all cases if you do not see a vacancy on the vMPF that fits your situation call the 

   IMA PM office or Unit MPF to inquire about what is available
